A college education has
become necessary in
today’s modern society.
The only problem is the
constant rise of college
tuition, almost every year
more and more colleges
raise their tuitions.

This year in Kentucky, the
price of the average col-
lege went up 8.3%.
Cuurently, Eastern Ken-
tucky University, EKU,
costs about $19,000 a year
and Morehead costing
about $17.000 a year.
Eighth Grader Billy Kei-

del, said “I think the ris-
ing prices will affect the
economy negatively.”
College graduates make
$29,000 more a year.
College prices

The costs of college
continue to rise each year,
which means you’ll need
to save even more for
your child’s education just
to keep up. For the 2005-
2006 school year, public
colleges and universi-
ties raised their tuition
and fees by an average

of 6.6% over last year’s
costs. That’s more than

twice the rate of inflation.
Historically, college costs
have risen an average of
about 5% a year. At that
rate, a child in kinder-
garten today will need
more than $126,000 for
four years of tuition and
expenses at an in-state
public college and about
$259,000 for a private
college.

assuming a 5% annual
increase in expenses.
